3. Deer must be legally harvested and tagged in any unit in the state of New Mexico with cape
attached showing evidence of shot wound during Bow, Muzzleloader and Rifle seasons that start
September 24™, 2009 and end January 15", 2010.

4. Deer will be checked in at Edwards Taxidermy, during daylight hours only and within 5 days of

harvest.

All game will be scored by an official scorer. Safari Club International Scoring system.

Top placing animals will be rescored by a third party individual before prizes will be awarded.

If under 18 years of age as of January 1, 2010, parent and guardian must be present to claim prize.

If a youth shoots one of the top 5 deer, he will no longer be eligible for the youth prizes.

Any game animal left at the check station will be the responsibility of the contestant.

10 Mule Deer, Coues whitetail deer will be eligible for the contest.

11. Coues whitetail deer scores will be multiplied 1.76 the equivalent to mule deer.

12. Tie-breakers: 1% # of Points, 2" Largest inside spread of main beams, 3" Total Mass
(circumference measurements).

13. Winners will be subject to Polygraph test before prizes awarded.
